Function

The RTSO08 is a radio wall switch for surface
mounting in dry rooms. The Easywave code is
transmitted by pressing the switch and the
connected Easywave radio receivers are
switched.

With the learning button PTx you can bring an
Easywave radio receiver into the programming
mode. This requires that the receiver supports
this feature. Please read the operating instru-
ctions supplied with the receivers.

Start-Up

1. Screw or stick the attachment frame to
the installation site with the screws and
dowels or the adhesive pads.

Caution: Make sure that there is no
interference with the wireless connection.
Do not mount the device in a distribution
box, metal casings, in direct proximity to
large metal objects, on the floor or close
toit.

2. Plug the snaps of the rocker button onto
the transmission module. With the one-
piece rocker button, the small recess in
the casing edge must point downwards.

3. First snap the assembled transmission
group in on the bottom and then on the
top of the attachment frame. The arrow
on the back of the transmission
module must point upwards.

4. Register the transmission code with the
wireless control. Please read the
operating instructions supplied with the
radio revers.

Troubleshooting

If the radio receivers does not react to the

wall switch:

- Exchange the battery.

- Check that the wireless connection at the
installation site is not impaired between the
wall switch and the receiver.

- Re-register the transmission code with the
receiver.

- Other wireless devices using the same
frequency or working in direct proximity
may interfere with the device.

Easywave

Replacing the Battery

1. Carefully lever off the transmission group
out of the mounting frame on the bottom
edge.

2. Replace the battery. Only use batteries of
the type CR2032. Make sure the polari-
ty is correct!

3. Re-insert the transmission group into the
mounting frame.

Note: The transmitter's coding is preserved
even if there is no voltage supply. You do not
need to re-register the code with the receiver
after a battery change.

Disposal
